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SPECIAL OLYMPICS is a 
year round sports training 
program for children and 
adults with intellectual 

disabilities and closely 
related disabilities. St. 
Mary’s County offers 
training and competition in 
14 sports coached by well-
qualified volunteers.  
Athletes must be at least 
six years of age to train 

with us. 
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The culmination of a Special Olympics 
sports season is the state competition.  Af-
ter months of training, 48 track and field 
athletes, 13 softball players, 12 swimmers, 
and 23 bocce players spent 3 June days 
participating in qualifiers and competition 
at Towson University.  

The track and field 
events consisted of 
50, 100, 200, and 
400 meter runs and 
walks, shotput, 
turbojav, softball 
throws, running 
and standing long 
jumps, 4x100 re-
lays, and pentath-
lon events. Several 
athletes partici-
pated in the newest 
sport of turbo-jav. 
This year’s pen-
